1. An inmate can receive photographs, letters and money orders in the mail. 

2. Do not send envelopes, paper, stamps, printed materials or anything else. These items are
considered contraband and will be returned to the sender. 

3. Clothing can be sent by mail but only if prior approval from jail staff is received before sending.
Items that can be approved to be mailed are; underwear, socks, and t-shirts that are white and brand
new, still in the package. 

4. Any publications that are mailed must be sent directly from the publisher and must be approved
by jail staff before it is sent or it will be returned.
